13.  All other National Competition Rules of the MOTORSPORT UK apply as written
except for the following, which are modified: - Ch.19 App.1 Art 2 (19.1.2) Pylons
may be less than 1m in height, F 11.8.1 Cars need not be licensed.

14. Timing will start with the front wheels crossing the start line from a rolling start and
finish when the front wheels cross the finish line and not when the car stops.

15. Time Cards will not be provided, competitors can record their times or view via
Stopastride.

16. Competitors will have the opportunity to walk the Tests between 10.30 and
11.15 hrs and at first visit to each test. Competitors will not be permitted to
walk the tests once after this time.
